Little Book

Copy these pages back to front. Cut the book apart
along the dotted lines. Place the pages in order,
fold them in the center (edge-to-edge like a book)
and slip a rubber band over the fold to hold the
book together. The pages are spread apart to make
a circular book. The starting point is marked with
the Ohio flag. so the children know where to begin
the story. I make up 4 or 5 of the little books
and we share them during small group time. After
we have “read” the little book I send home the book
and the directions so the parents can make their
own book.
